A
usual rule, English people were members of the Church of England, Congrepaticnal-
ists or Methodists., Many of the German nationality were members of either the
Lutheran Churel or the German Reformed and Evangelieal churches. Most Swedish
belonged to the Lutheran Church. The Dutch were affiliated with the Dutch
Reformed Church. Many of the Swiss were Mennonites, some coming from Germany
where they had gone because of the religious persecution in their country.
