Anna Antonette Bissen, the daughter of Leonard and Augusta Huebner Erlbacher

was born March 4,1393, on a farm near Earling. She was baptized, received her First
Communion and confirmed at St. Joseph's Catholic church in Earling. She attended
country schools and grew to adulthood on her parents farm.

On Jan. 6,1920, she married Joseph J. Bissen at St. Joseph's Catholic church in
Earling. Five children were born to this union. After marriage they fanned a farm
near Defiance. After Mr. Bissen died on Aug. 17,1967, she continued to make her home
in Defiance, until she moved to Little Flower Haven in Earling for the past few years.
She died at Myrtue Memorial hospital in Harlan on Saturday, July 2,1983 at the age of
90 years, 3 months and 29 days.
