Westphalia — Peter Blum, 
son of Michael and Catherine 
Clemens Blum, was born on a 
farm in Shelby county just east of 
Westphalia, on Mar. 21, 1892. He 
was baptized and confirmed at St. 
Boniface church in Westphalia. 
He attended St. Boniface school 
and grew to adulthood on his 
parent's farm. 

On April 20, 1915, Peter 
married Hulda Dora Book in St. 
Boniface church, Westphalia. Six 
children were born to this union. 
They made their home on a farm 
east of Westphalia until retiring 
from farming and movinq into 
Westphalia in 1950. This has been 
their home since that time. Peter 
served as janitor for St. Boniface 
Parish for many years after 
moving to town. He and Dora 
would have celebrated their 6Sth 
wedding anniversary this coming 
April. 

Mr Blum died at Myrtue 
Memorial hospital in Harlan, on 
"Priday, Jan. 4, 1980, at age 87 
years, 9 months and 13.days. He 
had been a life time member of St, 
Boniface church in Westphalia. 
He had also been a member of the 
Holy Name Society.
