Harlan - Fletcher J. Boggess,
son of Vesta Shinn and William
Boggess was born at Dexter on
Aug. 6, 1907. He died Tuesday,
April 22, 1980 at his home in
Harlan at age 72 years, 8 months
and 16 days. Fletcher was
educated at Dexter and graduated
from the Red Oak high school.

On May 12, 1935 he married
Alberta Carter in Holton, Kans.
This union was blessed with one
daughter. He worked with his
father in the plumbing and
heating business in Red Oak until
1941. During W.W.I I, they moved
to Charleston, S.C., where he was
a plumber in the ship yards for six
years.

He has sold plumbing and
heating supplies for 25 years and
retired in 1972. He was a member
