Christina M. Christensen was born Aug. 8,1894 in Oakfield Twp., Audubon Co. Her

parents were Jens P. and Mary Esbeck Hansen. In 1914 she married Alfred S.
Jorgensen. To them were born two children. Alfred was a construciton worker. He
died in 1928.

She belonged to the Baptist Faith before joining the Immanuel Lutheran church
in Kimballton after her marriage to Alfred. She married again in 1932 to Anton
Christensen.

They have been residents of the Salem Homes in Elk Horn since 1974. They were
married 50 years in 1982. She died on Wednesday, Aug. 14,1985 in the Salem Nursing
Home.
