Marian — William Calvin Dodd, son of Sarah Massey and William Francis Dodd

was born Sept. 21,1911, at Carrington, No Dak. He died in Myrtue Memorial hospital,
Harlan on Wednesday, June 10, 1981, at age 69 years, 9 months and 19 days. He
graduated from Carrington high school in 1929 and attended University of No. Dak.

He married Lois Mary Adam on July 25, 1942, at Los Angeles. Calif. This union
was blessed with two children. He had worked for 14 years with the J.C. Penny Co.
During WWII, he served as a Capt. in the 70th Infantry Division of the Army for over
four years.
