Cecile Marie Doonan, the daughter of Christian and
Ingeborg (Hansen) 3ensen was born June 2<», 1896, on
a farm in Dackson Township, Shelby County, Iowa. She
died at the Myrtue Memorial Hospital in Harlan on
3une 8, 19S6, having attained the age of 89 years, 11
months, and 15 days.

Mary attended country school, and grew to adulthood
on her parents farm.

On December 12, 1917, Mary was united in marriage
to Glen Doonan at the home of her parents. One daughter
was born to this union.

After they were married, Mr. and Mrs. Doonan farmed
for one year before Mr. Doonan was inducted into the
United States Army on 3uly 26, 1918. After Mr. Doonan
was Honorably Discharged from the Army on February
10, 1919, Mr. and Mrs. Doonan farmed in 3ackson
Township. In 1951, they retired and moved into Harlan.
Mr. and Mrs. Doonan were honored to celebrate their
67th Wedding Anniversary on December 12, 1984.

After the death of Mr. Doonan on March 22, 1985,
Mrs. Doonan continued to live in their home in Harlan
until September 13, 1985, when she moved into the
Baptist Memorial Home.
