Lawrence Nicholas Greiner,
know to everyone as Larry, son of
John and Mar Steyver Greiner, was
born Dec. 23, 1909, in Panama. He
died at Bishop Ciarkson Memorial
hospital in Omaha, Nebr.. on Mar. 6,
1975, at age 65 years, 2 months and
13 days. He was baptized and con-
firmed at St. Mary's Catholic
church in Panama. He graduated
from St. Mary's high school in
Panama and attended St. Benedict's
College in Atchison, Kans., for three
years. After his schooling he worked
in Kansas City and Oklahoma City
for several years.
