Irwin — Bennie Hanson, son
of Andrew Cornelius Hanson and
Ingeborg Rasmussen Norbie,was
born on a farm in Polk twp.,
Shelby county, on Dec. 11, 1889.
He died Tuesday, Dec. 26, 1978, at
the Salem Lutheran Nursing
Home in Elk Horn, at age 89 years
and 15 days. Bennie was baptized
and confirmed in the Lutheran
faith. He attended Danway school
in Polk twp and grew to adulthood
on hisparent'sfarm.

On Dec. 13, 1911, he married
Mina E. Heglin at her parent's
home in Irwin. To this union three
children were born. After their
marriage, they farmed in Polk
twp. until 1956 when they moved
to Harlan. This was their home
until Dec. of 1975 when they
became residents of the Salem
Lutheran Home in Elk Horn.
