Henkelman, son of Clem and
Mary Schutte Henkelman was
born in Neoga, III., on Aug. 30,
1902.

He had been
a long time member of St. Peter's
church and the Holy Name
Society in Defiance and had
served on the town council for
several years. He was a member
of the American Beekeeping
Federation and the Iowa Honey
Producers.
