Vivian Belle Huber, daughter of Lisbon and Almira Fiscus Sheeley, was born

Feb. 12,1902 near Irwin. She attended the rural Irwin schools and was active in all ac-
tivities, growing to adulthood with her family near Irwin.

On Dec. 15,1920, she married John L. Huber at her family home near Irwin. Five
children were born to this union. After their marriage, iney farmed south of Manilla
until 1932 when they moved to Harlan. They then were employed as clerks for various
stores in Harlan for many years. After Mr Huber died on June 6,1971, she continued to
make her home in Harlan.

In 1932, Mrs Huber joined the First Christian church in Harlan and has been a
member there since that time. She was also a member of the V.F.W. Women's Aux-
iliary in Harlan.

She died at Myrtue Memorial hospital in Harlan on Wednesday, Jan. 6,1982, at the
age of 79 years.

In addition to her husband and parents, she was preceded in death by one son,
Ray Russell Huber in 1931; one great grandson; one half brother, Harry Sheeley; one
sister, Leta and two half sisters, .Merle Buthman and Vera Jensen.
