Sarah Jacobsen, 84
Sarah Marie Jacobsen, daughter of Anne Nielsen and Jacob Hartsen was born

April 26,1900, near Elk Horn. She attended rural school and grew to adulthood in the
Elk Horn area.

On June 28,1922 she married Arthur Jacobsen in Elk Horn. She was employed at
Farmers Mutual Telephone co. until the 1930's, when they moved to Mill Valley,
Calif., where she was dispatcher for her husband's taxi service. In 1959 they returned
to Harlan where they were custodians for the First Baptist church and she later work-
ed at the Baptist Memorial Home.

She was a charter member of First Baptist church. She died at Myrtue Memorial
hospital on Thursday, Sept. 13,1984 at the age of 84 years, 4 months and 17 days.

She was preceded in death by her parents, her husband Arthur in March of 1984
and eight brothers and sisters. Survivors include one sister, Edel Hansen of Elk Horn;
many nieces, nephews and other relatives.

Funeral services were held Saturday, Sept. 15,1984 at Burmeister Funeral Home
with Rev. John M. Leggett officiating. Burial was in Harlan cemetery with Floyd
Jensen, James Jensen, Jack Knudsen, Thomas Hurley, Wilmer Knudsen, Marvin L.
