Brian graduated from the Harian Community nigh School in 1970. He attended college at
South Dakota State in Brookings and graduated with a Bachelor of Science degree in
Forestry from the University of Minnesota in 1974. Brian was baptized and confirmed in
the Methodist faith. On October 12. 1974. he married Karen McCormack, his high school
sweetheart and two children. Cresta Marie and Nathaniel Guy were born to this union. He
worked for a landscaping firm in Minneapolis prior to June 1977. when he entered Marine
Officer Candidate School in Ouantico, V'A. He was commissioned a Second Lieutenant in
the Marine Corps on August i9. 1977. He reported for flight training in Pensacola
June 1978 and was desienated a Naval Aviator November 1979. During his assignments in
Hawaii, he was deployed to LHA's Pellelieu anu Tarawa for two 6 months tours.
