Anna Jergina Lindstrom, the daughter of Nels and Marie Lorensen Nielsen was

born Nov. 12,1894 on a farm near Kimballton. She was baptized and confirmed at Im-
manuel Lutheran church in Kimballton. She attended country school near Kimballton
and grew to adulthood on the family farm.

On Jan. 18,1914, she married Carl Anton Lindstrom at Kimballton. Six children
were born to this union.
