Persia — Hans Martens, son
of Jergen and Abeline Neil Jar-
sdorf Martens died Monday, May
7, 1979, at Archbishop Bergan
Mercy hospital in Omaha, Neb.,
at age of 101 years, 9 months and 5
days. He was born on Aug. 2, 1877
in Osterstadt, Schleswig-Holstein,
Germany and came to the U.S. at
age 15. He settled in the Port-
smouth, vicinity and it was here
where he married Emma
Dohrmann on Sept. 22, 1909. Trrey
moved to the Shelby community
in 1920. Mr Martens farmed until
1950, when he retired and they
moved into Shelby. The Martens
