Howard Sloan McKee was born,
Oct. 1,1892 in Biggsville, III., where he
attended school and grew to
adulthood. He died at the Baptist
Memorial Home in Harlan, on Sept.
21, 1974, just 10 days before his 82nd
birthday. On Oct. 16, 1916 he married
Anna P. ott in Monmouth, III. One son
Fred, was born to this union. Mr and
Mrs McKee were privileged to ob-
serve their 53rd wedding anniversary
before her death on Nov. 29, 1969.
