George Will iam McKeighan
was born in Shelby, on Aug. 18,
1899, son of John and Anna (Kahl)
McKeighan. He died at Mercy
hospital, Co. Bluffs, Aug. 1, 1977,
at 77 years, 11 months and 13
days. He lived in the vicinity of
Portsmouth, during his early
years in the farming community.
In 1925 he moved with his parents
to Tennant, where he engaged in
the trucking business. He married
Elsa (Davis) Thordsen July 24,
1929. To this union four children
were born: Roberta (Mrs Vern
Tarkington), John R., and twins,
Georgene (Mrs Carl Wilson) and
George J. In 1937 he left the farm
and moved to Portsmouth. He
engaged in painting, railroad,
mechanical and grain elevator
work. On March 1, 1973, he suf-
fered a heart attack and on March
23rd diagnosis revealed that he
had developed Multiple Myeloma
(cancer of the bone marrow)
which lead to his death. The
family resided in Portsmouth
until May 5, 1977, when they
moved to the Westridge Apart-
ments in Harlan.
