HAROLD H. MILLER, 59

Harold Henry Miller, son of Leo
and Clara Bocken Miller, was born
Aug. 30, 1914 on a farm west of Harlan
in Lincoln township, where he grew to
adulthood. He died at the University of
Missouri Medical Center in Columbia,
Mo. on Dec. 15, 1973 at age 59 years, 3
months, 15 days. Harold was baptized
and confirmed at St. Michael's church
in Harlan and he is a member of St.
Anthony's church in Camdenton, Mo.
After their marriage, Mr and Mrs
Miller farmed west of Harlan for 27
years, before moving to Camdenton,
Mo. in Jan. of 1963. This has been their
home since that time.

He was preceded in death by his
parents and his grandson, Terry
Miller. Surviving are his wife,
Lepnarda; two daughters,'JAlice
Erickson and Janice (Mrs. Donald
Stowe), both of Harlan; his son,
Robert Miller of Clinton, Miss.; seven
grandchildren; and his sister, Robina
(Mrs Herman Engemann) of
Harlan, by his nieces and nephews,
and other relatives.
