Mowery, 87

Avoca — Nellie Evelyn Mowery,
daughter of Samuel and Nevada Beck
McKeighan, was bom nearTennant, Shelby
county, on March 16, 1893.

On March 16, 1912 she married John
W. Mowery in Harlan. Seven children were
born to this union, two of which died in in-
fancy. They spent most of their married
years farming in Shelby and Osceola coun-
ties in Iowa. Mr Mowery died on May 15,
1966 after a long illness. Since that time
Mrs Mowery had resided in Harlan. In 1974,
she became a resident of the Colonial
Manor Nursing Home in Avoca. Mrs
Mowery was a member of the Firs't United
Methodist church of Harlan where she was
also an honorary member of the Sarah Cir-
cle.

She died at the Colonial Manor Nurs-
ing Home on Wednesday, Aug. 6, 1980 at
age 87 years, 4 months and 20 days.

In addition to her parents, her husband
and two infant children, Mrs Mowery was \d in death by two sisters - Mae and

Lottie and four brothers - Fred, Millard, Cliff
and Jimmie.
