Charles Edward McKenzie, son of

Martin and Nancy Crooke McKenzie
was born July 8, 1883 in Harlan. He
died at Atlantic Care Center in
Atlantic, on Nov. 17, 1974 at age 91
years, 4 months, and 9 days. He
married Marietta Lowe on Aug. 18,
1904 in Runnells, la. After their
marriage, Mr and Mrs McKenzie '
made their home in Harlan. Five sons
were born to this union. After Mrs
McKenzie's death in 1942, Mr
McKenzie continued to make Harlan
his home and has spent his entire life
in this community.

In addition to his wife, he was
preceded in death by four sons - Rev.
Martin, Chestney, Clarence and
Francis; by one granddaughter -
Barbara LaGrange; and one brother
and one sister. He is survived by one
son - Floyd McKenzie of Atlantic,
eight grandchildren; 12 great grand-
children and other relatives.
