Inger Nielsen, daughter of Kristine and Johannes Thomsen was born Feb. 12,1918

at Egtved, Jutland, Denmark. She was raised and educated in Denmark and adven-
tured to America at 21 years of age in 1939.

Here is where she met Hermann Nielsen, and on Feb. 12,1942, they were married
at the Immanuel Lutheran church in Harlan. She had been active with the Cancer
Society, a member of the Merry Homemakers, Extention Council and Cowbelles and
a dedicated member of the Immanuel Lutheran church.
