Petersen was born in Poplar
Community, Jackson twp., Shelby
county on May 7, 1906, son of
Andres Martin and Anna
Rasmussen Petersen. He was
baptized and confirmed in the
Lutheran faith. He lived in the
same place where he was born, a
farm north and west of Kim-
ballton. He farmed all of his life
until he moved to Kimballton in
April 1975. On June 10, 1945'he
married Lorena Mortensen in Elk
Horn. He died Sunday, April 29,
1979 at Myrtue Memorial Hospital
in Harlan at age 72 years.
