Peterson was born in Walnut on
July 22, 1954, son of Joe and
Frances Croft Peterson. He at-
tended high school in Walnut and
had been a communicant member
of the Walnut Presbyterian
church. He ioined the Navy in
1973, and was discharger! in July
1976. He was employed by a dry
wall company in Omaha. He died
Tuesday, Oct. 5, 1976 in Jennie
Edmundson hospital in Co. Bluffs
of injuries received two days
before when he fell from the back
of a pickup as it turned into a
driveway.
