
THE LIFE STORY OF -

Kattie Reynolds, 73
Kathryn "Kattie" Irene Reynolds, daughter of Cain and Mary German Hobbs,

was born Jan. 23,1909 in Horton, Kans. At the age of 2%, she moved with her family to
Harrison co., Mo. She attended the country school in Harrison co. and also in Des
Moines and first worked at the age of 9.

On Nov. 25,1925, she married Albert G. Reynolds in Bethany, Mo. Three children
were born to this union. After their marriage, they farmed in Mo. until 1940, when they
moved to Shelby co. They then farmed in the Tennant and Irwin vicinities and again in
Mo. for three years. In 1959, they returned to Harlan. After Mr Reynolds died on Oct.
5,1964, Kattie continued to make her home in Harlan.

She was a member of the First Christian church in Harlan and also a member of
the Zenobia Rebekah Lodge No. 286 of Harlan.

She died at Bishop Clarkson Memorial hospital in Omaha on June 26,1982 at the
age of 73.

In addition to her husband and parents, Kattie was preceded in death by two'
brothers, Willie Hobbs in infancy and Roy Hobbs. She is survived by her two sons,
Wayne of Lamoni and Charles of Omaha; her daughter, Gene (Mrs Ray) Neubauer of
Harlan; ten grandchildren and 12 great grandchildren; two brothers, Garland Hobbs
of Shell, Wyo., and Dorvin Hobbs ofDes Moines; three sisters, Loah (Mrs Bert) Webb
of Des Moines, Clara Roth of Grimes, and Roberta (Mrs Vern) Bennett of Greenbolt,
Md.; nieces and nephews, other relatives and many friends.

Funeral services were held at Pauley Funeral Home on Tuesday, June 29,1982 at
1 p.m. with the Rev. Don Scnoepf of the First Christian church officiating.

Burial was in the Harlan cemetery with Walt Webb, Fred E. Roth, Roger Green-
man, Lawrence Swank, Cecil Davenport and Earl Reynolds, Jr. serving as
casketbearers.
