Richards, daughter of Peter and
Margaretha Pepper Will was born
March 9, 1895 near Irwin. She
attended rural schools near her
home and married George W.

They moved into
Irwin in 1937 and her husband died
Febr. 9, 1962. Bertha continued to
live in Irwin until moving to the
Manning Plaza, March 6, 1974.

Memorial hospital in Denison
Tuesday, May 24, 1977 and aTed
soon after entering the hospital at
age 82 years, 2 months and 15
days. Bertha was a member of the
Church of Christ and a member of
the American Legion Auxiliary in
Irwin.
