Elvin Douglas Rold, the son of Oscar and Amy Lou Lee Rold, was born July 4,1915

on a farm in Shelby co., near Avoca. He was baptized at Altamont Baptist church. He
grew to adulthood on the family farm, attending country grade school and graduating
from the Avoca high school with the class of 1935. After graduation he fanned with his
father and worked for other area farmers.
