MARVIN RUHS, 64

IRWIN — Marvin Ruhs, son of
Fred and Lottie Paydon Ruhs, was
born on Dec. 3, 1909 at Botna. He
graduated from the Irwin school in
1927 and worked in the elevator in
Irwin and Kirkman for his father. He
married Ruby Vermuel of Manilla on
May 1, 1933. This union was blessed
with two children. Marvin lived in
Irwin several years, then moved to
Denver, Colo., where he died May 3,
1974 at age 64 years.
