Portsmouth — Stephen John
Sandbothe, son of Libiorius and
Anna Hoffman Sandbothe, was
born at Koeltztown, Mo., March
29, 1904. He was baptized and
confirmed at St. Boniface church
in Koeltztown. He attended St.
Boniface school and grew to
adulthood in Koeltztown. In 1927,
he moved to the Portsmouth area
where he worked as a hired man
and farmed.
