Kathryn Martha Schiltz, the daughter of Benedict and Anna Schwarte Blum was

born July 27,1894, near Westphalia. She attended St. Boniface school in Westphalia.
On Jan. 8,1913, she married Joseph Martin Schiltz at Westphalia. To this union

were born nine children. They farmed near Panama, then Defiance and finally in 1945
they moved to the Manilla area to farm. Joseph passed away June 27,1983, shortly
thereafter, Kathryn moved to Manilla.

Kathryn was a member.of Sacred Heart parish in Manilla and was active in the
Altar Society and other church organizations. She loved flowers and spent many
hours quilting. During her years on the farm, Kathryn was especially talented in the
art of bookkeeping.
