Schnuettgen, son of Theodore and
Fredericka Koesters Schnuet-
tgen, was born on a farm in
Shelby County near Earl ing on
Jan."9, 1888. He was baptized and
confirmed at St. Boniface church
in Westphalia. He attended
country school and grew to
adulthood on his parent's farm.

On Jan. 25, 1914, he married
Mathilda Kohls at St. ARK'S
church in Wynot, Neb. Ten
children were born to this union.
After their marriage, Mr and Mrs
Schnuettgen made their home on
a farm near Buck Grove until 1925
when they moved to a farm near
Defiance. They retired from
farming in 1955 and moved into
Defiance and this has been their
home since that time. They would
have celebrated their 65th wed-
ding anniversary this coming Jan.

Mr Schnuettgen died at
Crawford County Memorial
hospital in Denison, on Thursday,
Sept. 7, 1978 at age 90 years, 7
months and 28 days. He was a long
time member of St. Peter's
church in Defiance.

In addition to his parents, he
was preceded in death by four
sisters - Mary and Louise Wort-
mann, Odelia M. Gaul and
Antonia Schnuettgen, who died in
infancy. Survivors include his
