Westphalia — Rita Catherine
Schulte, daughter of Godfrey and
Agnes Michalski Coenen, was
born on a farm in Shelby county
near Westphalia, on July 20, 1929.
She was baptized and confirmed
at St. Boniface church in West
phalia. She attended St. Boniface
school and grew to adulthood on
her parent'sfarm.

On Feb. 3, 1949, she married
Francis Schulte at St. B6niface

church in Westphal ia. Four
children were born to this union.
After their marriage, Mr and Mrs
Schulte made their home in
Manilla, for a couple years before
moving to Westphalia. This has
been her home since that time.

Mrs Schulte died in Chandler,
Ariz., on Sunday, May 30, 1978 at
age 48 years, 10 months and 10
days.
