PANAMA — Russell Francis

Schwery, son of Melvin and
Veralda Schmitz Schwery was
born in Harlan, Mar. 7, 1957. He
died May 28, 1976, as the result of
an auto accident southeast of
Harlan near Prairie Rose Lake, at
age of 19 years, two months and 21
days. He lived with his parents on
a farm near Panama. Russ was a
baptized and confirmed member ,
of St. Mary's Catholic church. He
attended St. Mary's school in
Panama and had just finished his
junior year at Harlan Community
high school.
