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Tinus Andreas Sondergard,
son of Ole and Maren Nelson
Sondergard was born April 2,
1894, in Vraa Vendsyssel, Den-
mark. He attended school and
grew to adulthood in Denmark.
He came to the U. S. at age 21 and
settled in Shelby county. He
served in the Army during WW I.
After receiving his honorable
discharge in March of 1919, he
returned to Shelby county.

On March 3, 1922, he married
Agnes Theodora Christensen at
the John Rold residence in Shelby
county.
