— Mildred
StendruD, daughter of James Peter
and Dulcebel Porter Christiansen was
born July 25, 1898 in Harlan, where she
grew to adulthood. She died at Myrtue
Memorial hospital on Nov. 14, 1974 at
age 76 years, 3 months and 19 days.
