Marian — Mary Helen
Stephany, daughter of Albert and
Melon Koffee Glawinski, was born
in Pittsburgh, Penn., on Sept. 22,
1888. She was baptized and con
firmed in the Catholic faith. As a
young girl, she moved with her
parents to Earling, where she
attended St. Joseph's school and
grew to adulthood.

In Jan. of 1906, she married
Joseph Peter Stephany at St.
Joseph's church in Earling. Jen
children were born to this union.
They made their home in Earling
until 1928 when they moved to
Panama. They lived in Panama
until moving to Harlan in 1945.
