PORTSMOUTH — Adeline
Helena Thielen, daughter of
Albert and Mary (Schomer) Klein
was born on a farm in Harrison
county near Portsmouth, on
March 22, 1912. She died at
University hospital in Iowa City
on July 17, 1977, at age 65 years,
three months and 25 days. She
was baptized and confirmed in St.

' Mary's Catholic church in Por-
tsmouth. She attended St. Mary's
school in Panama and grew to
adulthood on her parent's farm.
On April 2, 1929, she married
Raymond R. Thielen in St. Mary's
Cathloic church in Panama.
Thirteen children were born to
this union. After their marriage,
Mr and Mrs Thielen made their
home in Portsmouth. They were
privileged to share 44 years
together before his death in Sept.
of 1973. Since that time Adeline
has made her home with her
daughter, Doris, in Harlan. Mrs
Thielen was a long time member
of St. Mary's Catholic church in
Portsmouth. She was also a
member of the Altar and Rosary
Society.

In addition to his husband she
was preceded in death by her
father; a sister, Cecelia Zim-
merman; and by two brothers -
Urban and Arthur Klein.
