was born on January 25, 1925 to 
Oliver and Beulah (Pfister) Bacon in 
Harlan.

Max worked at Goodrich tire in 
Bellevue, NE until joining his father at the Schwab and Bacon Hardware Store 
in 1955, approximately thirty-five years after his father started the business in 
1920- He took over the business and ran Bacon Hardware, Bicycle Sales and 
Locksmith until his retirement in 2006. He enjoyed hunting, fishing and golfing 
but his true passion was major league baseball and the Kansas City Royals. 

Max was united in marriage to Muriel Thomsen Muller on September 14. 
1974, by Judge Bennett Cullison at the Cullison Home in Harlan. Max and 
Muriel lived in the Cresthaven Addition east of Harlan from 1974 to 1987 when 
they moved to their condominium on Country Club Drive in Harlan. He had 
recently became a resident of Elm Crest Retirement Home where he died on 
Wednesday, July 7, 2010, having attained the age of eighty-five years, five 
months, and twelve days.
