Distraught shooter discovered outside sobbing following tragic after-prom incident 

HARLAN - Two of the most 
exciting events in a high school 
senior's life occur in late spring. 
The annual junior-senior prom 
is held in late April, followed by 
graduation ceremonies only a few 
weeks later. 

Harlan Community's prom 
and graduation ceremonies, how­
ever, have taken on a tragic over­
tone for one 19-year-old HCHS 
senior this year. Jorge Hansen aka 
-forge Lopez has been charged in 
the unintentional shooting death 
of Francisco Ruben Berrocal, 23, 
Audubon, in the early morning 
hours of April 23. 

It was prom night, and the 
fateful events that unfolded at

Hansen's Kirkman residence 
in the early morning hours that 
Sunday came three weeks before 

Hansen is scheduled to graduate 
from high school, and wil l change 
the lives of all involved forever. 

Shelby County Sheriff reports 
reveal what occurred that morning 
as Hansen and friends gathered at 
the Hansen home for a post-prom 
get-together. 

There were eight individuals 
at tlie Hansen home, 1306 Wood­
land Ave., Kirkman when Ber­
rocal was shot and killed with a 
handgun. 

Sheriff reports indicate au­
thorities were called to the resi­
dence at 2:10 a.m., along v{ith 
Kirkman First Responders, Irwin 
Rescue and Medivac Ambulance/ 
Rescue, by 18-year-old Ashley 
Pauley, Harlan. 

Reports said Pauley and Han­
sen had attended the HCHS Prom 
the prior evening, and afterwards 
had met friends and headed to the 
Hansen residence. Included in 
the group and now as witnesses to 
the shooting are Martin Campos-
Calderon, 19, Defiance; CoUette 
E. Wilkins, 16, Logan; Gerardo E. 
Medina, 16, Defiance; Jose Me­
dina, 13, Defiance; and Veronica 

L. Morehouse, 15, Logan. Also at 
the residence was Hansen's father, 
Stephen L. Hansen, 61, Kirkman, 
reports said. 

The friends played pool and 
sat around on couches, reports 
said. Hansen is alleged to have 
consumed a half of a beer. 

At some point Hansen "re­
membered the handgun was in the 
cushion of the couch Mr. Berrocal 
and the females were on," reports 
said. He allegedly removed the 
gun from the couch in an attempt 
to put it away. The gun had alleg­
edly been there a couple of days, 
and Hansen had cleaned it a cou­
ple of days earlier. 

"Mr. Lopez stated as he was 
going to put the gun away and 
as he walked by Mr. Berrocal, 
he brought the gun upward and 
pointed it at Mr. Berrocal," re­
ports said. "Mr. Lopez stated he 
did this to just mess with Mr. Ber­
rocal. When the gun was brought 
upward it fired and a round struck 
Mr. Berrocal in the left side of his 
skull and exited the right side." 

Reports indicated that Han­
sen believed the gun was not load­
ed.

As Campos-Calderon held a 
towel to Berrocal's head to help 
stop the bleeding, others scram­
bled to make sense of what had 
just happened, and the alleged 
shooter, Hansen, went outside in 
apparent distress. Pauley called 
911 for help. Some went outside, 
and then came back inside and 
helped check for breathing. 

When authorities arrived 
there were several subjects in the 
basement standing around the 
shooting scene. Medical person­
nel called for Life Net helicopter 



treatment. Berrocal was alive and 
breathing on his own at the scene, 
but later died at Creighton Univer­
sity Medical Center, reports said. 

Local officials contacted the 
Iowa Division of Criminal Investi­
gation for assistance in investigat­
ing the shooting. 

Authorities searched for Han­
sen, who was found near outbuild­
ings on the property. Reports said 
he was "crouched down on the 
ground by a tree crying, south­
west of the house." He was taken 
into custody and transferred to the 
sheriff's office for questioning. 

He allegedly told authori­
ties that he "did not know what 
happened when the weapon went 
off." 

Gerardo Medina led authori­
ties to a second-floor bedroom 
where the handgun was found un­
der a mattress, reports said. There 
was one spent round and another 
live round in the cylinder, reports 
said. How the weapon ended up 
in its location under the mattress 
was not revealed in reports. 

Authorities are alleged to 
have found alcohol and metham-
phetamine at the residence. The 
drugs were found in a fanny pack 
- one individual allegedly admit­
ted ownership of the drugs but lat­
er recanted, so that investigation 
is ongoing. The fanny pack was 
collected by the DCI. 

Search warrant records also 
indicate that drug paraphernalia 
and several other weapons were 

Among the items seized include 
a bullet, cartridges, cartridge cas­
es, a box of ammunition, a fanny 
pack and pouch, scale, bongs and 
a gun. 

Authorities are awaiting 
crime lab results in the case before 
they determine if drugs or alcohol 
were a factor in the shooting. 
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Hansen has been charged 
with involuntary manslaughter 
and assault causing serious injury, 
both class "D" felonies. He was 
initially held on $50,000 bond 
after arrested last week, but has 
since been bonded out of jail, of­
ficials confirmed. 

Hansen is accused of point­
ing the firearm at Berrocal in the 
basement of the residence and 
pulling the trigger. 

If convicted of the charges 
against him, Hansen faces up to 10 
years in jail with additional fines 
totaling $10,000. A trial date has 
yet to be set.
