She continued to live in Earling after her husband's
death in 1989. Virginia was an active member of the St. Joseph's Parish
in Earling. She was a member of the choir and was a lector. She was a
member of the Golden Circle, Altar Society, Earling Quilting Circle and the
Catholic Daughters of America, serving as an officer for 20 years. She
entered the Little Flower Haven in Earling in August of 2014. Virginia died
on Thursday, January 1, 2015 at Myrtue Medical Center in Harlan, having
attained the age of ninety-two years and one month.
