June 6, 1943 - Jan. 4, 2002 

IRWIN - The Rev. Joseph P. Boysen was born at Carroll, June 6. 1943, son of Henry 
and Inez Childress Boysen. He was raised on the family farm at Deioit and attended the 
Goodrich Township Number One country school before graduating from the Denison 
High School with the Class of 1961. Following high school, Joe and his twin brother, 
Jim, entered into a farming partnership with Joe operating the dairy portion of the 
operation and Jim taking care of the other livestock and crops. 

June 28, 1970, he married Sharon Rnk at the United Methodist Church in Deioit.

For the past nine years Rev. Boysen had served as pastor of the United 
Methodist Churches in Invin, Kirkman arxj Defiance, residing at the parsonage in Irwin. 
He was a member of the Methodist Church, area ministerial associations in the 
communities where he was a pastor and seized on various Metfxxjist Conference 
Committees. In addition to his many church activities he was a member of the Sardius 
Lodge #444, A.F. & A.M., Inwin. Rev. Boysen died at the parsonage at Infvin, Jan. 4, 
2002, at age 58 years, six nwnths and 28 days.
