SCRANTON - Dr. Earl Taylor
Christensen was born Jan. 30,
1920 in Shelby Co., a son of Alvin

Christensen. He was a graduate of
Harlan High School in 1937 and
Iowa State University in 1942 with
a degree in veterinary medicine. He
began practicing in Scranton follow-
ing graduation from college. He
practiced in Scranton for 15 years
and in Harlan for 34 years.

April 2, 1943, he married Hazel
Gray at Scranton. He was a mem-
ber of the United Methodist Church
in Scranton. He was a member of
the Masonic Lodge of Scranton and
Harlan. He was a past Master of
the Parian Lodge No. 321 of Harlan
and a member of Harlan Order of'
the Eastern Star, Lebanon Chapter
No. 8, of which he was a past pa-

tron. He was a member of the Ycv,
bodies at Harlan and had served as
the top officer in all those bodies.
