He was a 
member of the Shelby County Fair Board and Concerned, Inc. He and 
his wife were charter members of the First Baptist Church where he 
also served as a Deacon and member of the choir. He attended several 
"March for Life" events in Des Moines. He was an active band parent for 
the HCHS band. He enjoyed gardening and jigsaw puzzles. As part of 
his rehab following heart problems, he rode tandem with his son. Bill, in 
RAGBRAI in 1995 and 1998. A lifelong Cardinals baseball fan; Doc was 
also a shareholder in the Green Bay Packers. 

He had an amazing capacity to love. He loved God, his wife, his 
family helping people, animals, Harlan, Shelby County, Iowa, the soil, 
cornbread and beans, pecan pie, and a good cup of coffee. He espe­
cially loved holding hands with his dear wife.
