He
suffered a major stroke in August of 1994 and following his hospitalization, entered Salem Lutheran
Home in Elk Horn. In July of 1996, he became a resident of Eventide Nursing Home in Denison and died
there Oct. 27,19%, at age 77 years, seven months and 25 days.
