He was a member of the
First United Methodist Church in
Harlan, American Legion, IOOF
Lodge #267, Rebekahs, where he
was a past Noble Grand, and was a
past member of the Harlan
Chamber of Commerce, IPhA (Iowa
Pharmacist Association), the Harlan
Cemetery Association, and had
served six years on the Harlan
School Board. He was also a
charter member of the Golden K
Club, remaining active with the

organization until shortly before his
death. He died Jan. 18, 1995, at
Clarkson Hospital in Omaha, NE at
age 87 years, 4 months, and 30
days.

Preceding him in death were his
parents; three brothers, Julius (in in-
fancy), Raymond, and Ivan; three
sisters, Gladys (in infancy), Mildred
Hansen, and Violet; and one grand-
son, Scott Hulsebus. Survivors in-
