Heller was born on April 11, 1935 
to Leonard and Lucille (Hanrahan) 
Heller in Buck Grove.

He enjoyed watching his favorite NASCAR drivers 
Dale Earnhardt and now Dale, Jr. A highlight of his life was when he went 
to a NASCAR race two years ago in Phoenix with his son Ken and grand-
kids. Roger died on Saturday, January 17, 2015 at the Salem Lutheran 
Home in Elk Horn, having attained the age of seventy-nine years, nine 
months, and six days.
