Their mutual love of farming and rural 
life was central to their 46 happy years of marriage. Their diversified crop 
and livestock farm kept them busy. She worked hard in her active roles in 
all aspects of the farm, including bookkeeping and buying feeder calves in 
Wyoming. They traveled to various states and Canada where they enjoyed 
fishing. 

Phyllis greatly enjoyed vegetable and flower gardening, sewing, quilting 
and home making. She was a loving wife and mother. She was a dedicated 
caregiver for her eldest son, Steven, who became quadriplegic in 1989. 
Her intelligence, kindness and sense of humor were appreciated by many 
people, as were her great down-home meals. She was a long-time member 
of the Jefferson Friendly Club beginning in the mid-1970s. Members made 
quilts for their families and community groups. Phyllis entered the Manning 
Plaza in 2009; she died there on December 19, 2015 at the age of 93 years 
and 9 days.
