Aug. 3, they would
have been married for 58 years, lie
was a member of St. Mary's
Catholic Church in Portsmouth, and
was a past mayor, town councilman
and volunteer fireman in

at Myrtue Memorial Hospital in
Marian at age 84 years, 1 month
and 7 days.
