Luxford, the only child of Cecil 
Howard and Alice Joy (Hanley) 
Luxford, was born on April 30, 
1920, in Oakland. In 1921, his 
family moved to Carson, and he 
grew up helping his parents in 
the grocery and general mer­
chandise business. Dean grad­
uated f rom Parsons Col lege in 
Fairfield, in 1943. From 1943-
1946, he was in the U.S. Navy; 
as a hospital corpsman, he was 
stationed at a hospital on an is­
land in the South Pacific. 

After his service in the 
Navy, Dean returned to Iowa on December 15, 1945, and six days 
later, at the Parsons College Chapel in Fairf ield, he marr ied Dar lene 
Doris Fuqua, the daughter of Ernest and Anna Fuqua. Dean had 
met her while attending Parsons Col lege. The newlyweds moved 
to Shelby, in February 1946, and Dean started an insurance busi ­
ness. In 1967, he also began sell ing real estate. He retired in 1984. 
Dean had recently become a resident of the Brighton Gardens Se­
nior Living Facility in Omaha, NE, Dean was a member of the First 
Presbyterian Church in Shelby, where he had served as an e lder He 
served on the Shelby School Board, Shelby City Counci l , volunteer 
fire department, volunteer ambulance crew, Shelby Medical Center 
Board, and Cemetery Board. He was a member of the Amer ican 
Legion and Masonic Lodge. Dean H. Luxford died on Friday, July 
18, 2014, at Brighton Gardens Senior Living Facility in Omaha, NE, 
at the age of 94 years, 2 months, and 18 days. 

Dean was preceded in death by his parents, and his wife of 
62 years, Darlene, on Apri l 1, 2008. He is survived by his son. Bill 
(Diane) Luxford, and daughter, Dixie (Mac) McClel land, both of 
Omaha, NE; four grandchi ldren, Amber, Karen, Nicole, and Jessica; 
five great-grandchi ldren, Violet, Scarlett, Coral , Ty, and McKensie; a 
niece, Diana (Wayne) Schweitzer; and other relatives and fr iends.
