He flew children to Shriner's Hospital in 
Galveston, TX, Chicago, IL, and Minneapolis, MN. He was a member of 
the Hancock American Legion Post No. 720 for over sixty years and also 
a member of the Avoca Fred Funston Post No. 227, the AOPA for over 
fifty years, and belonged to the Tangier Shrine, and Masonic Mt. Nebo 
Lodge No. 297. Kenneth also served on the Farmers FMTC Board of 
Directors since 1971. In 1966, Kenneth and his wife took in a foreign 
exchange student, Terje Froystein, who with his family in Oslo, Norway 
has remained close to the family. Kenneth died on Thursday, October 
16, 2014 at the Avoca Nursing and Rehab Center just ten days after his 
ninety-fourth birthday. 

Kenneth was preceded in death by his parents, wife Margaret, and 
infant son Richard and brother James. He is survived by his daughter 
Phyllis Martin Owen of Lincoln, NE; son John Martin and his wife Kathy
