She also made 
baby quilts for her grandchildren to be wrapped in when they came home from 
the hospital. After years on the farm, Elinor and Ray moved into Harlan. She 
worked at a convenience store where she later won a week long free trip to 
Hawaii. Elinor's dream as a young girl was to become a care giver of people. 
After she raised her family, she became a certified nurses assistant at the 
age of fifty-six. She worked at Elm Crest Retirement Home for twenty years 
until health made her retire at the age of seventy-six. She loved her work, the 
residents and co-workers; they became family to her. She died on Thursday, 
February 10, 2011 at Elm Crest Retirement Home having attained the age of 
eighty-two years, four months, and twenty-five days.
